« Providing participants with the components of the correct document, writing materials and
tools used, in addition to providing the trainees with a background to the types of fonts,
forms of signatures and handwriting in which documents are usually copied, the scientific
and practical methods and modern technical means used so far to detect tampering with
them.

« Providing the participants with the skills to detect all types of forgery on documents,
documents, signatures and seals in various ways and types of forgery and counterfeiting,
depending on the naked eye and personal capabilities available in line with the nature of
work in the Chamber of Commerce & Industry.

« Stating the methods of dealing with vanishing (volatile) inks and thermal inks.

« Training participants on modern scientific detection devices and means available for use in
the office work environment.

« ldentify ways of misusing modern technologies such as coloured photocopies, scanners,
and computers in forgery and counterfeiting.
